We
do want what's best for the safety of both parties, now and in the future.

In short
You, Lopoco, are hiring us to:

1. Review the Information Architecture of your site as well as your site assets and make recom-
mendations for UX and Navigation changes.

2. Provide creative direction to modify the selected Woo theme.
3. Assist with the messaging on the website by identifying what needs to generated and input

(what sets you apart, why lopoco). We do not provide copywriting.

We are offering to be on retainer for 50 hour for a total cost of $5000.

Project Deliverables
Coding and uploading to the current server of the above line items. A shared git repo (on
bitbucket.org) is available upon request. A bug tracker is also available upon request.

Client Deliverables (at beginning of project)
For this project to move forward we will need the following:

1. The sharing of all photos, logo art files, text copy and any other digital assets that you think would
be relevant and might get used on the site.

2. The return of the signed contract (can be scanned and emailed of course)

3. The upfront retainer (you can mail a check or I can provide you with my banks routing and ac-
count number).

4. Username and password with admin privileges to the WP site (I suggest making an account for
me with this email address)

5. SFTP access to the server
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6.)PHPmyAdmin access to the database (or a host/username/password combo that I can use to log
in

Likely use of the time on this retainer:
Once we receive all of the above we can begin work on updating your site. Here is where we see the
time being used on this project, subject to changes that the client might make:

1. Develop a streamlined site map

2. Determine what stock art we would like (I suggest you go to the link I provided and create a
lightbox of the images you like and we can review them) In most cases we will need the smallest size.

3. I will review the theme you are using and what is available on Woo Themes and make a suggestion
as to what we should do.

4. We will modify the theme to include the correct amount of call to actions based on the content
that your provide and we generate and adjust the typography to hold the space based on the amount
of content we have.

Getting down to the nitty gritty

Since the project includes HTML markup and CSS templates, we'll develop these using HTML and
CSS2.1 and CSS3 for styling. The landscape of web browsers and devices changes regularly and our
approach is to look forward, not back. With that in mind we will test all our markup and CSS in
current versions of all major desktop browsers to ensure that we make the most from them. Users of
older or less capable browsers or devices will experience a design that is appropriate to the capabilities
of their software. We will also test that the templates on the mobile and tablet devices.

We will not test old or abandoned browsers, for example Microsoft Internet Explorer 8, 7, 6, 5.5 or
5 for Windows or Mac, previous versions of Apple's Safari, Mozilla Firefox or Opera unless otherwise
specified. If you need us to consider these older browsers, we will charge you at the daily rate for any
necessary additional design work, development and testing,.

We are aware that we will be working with a Woo Theme product, and while we will not assume re-
sponsibility of the overall quality of the code, we are familiar with their products and feel confident
that we can make the modifications to the layout that have been discussed.

Text Content
We're not responsible for writing copy. We'll be happy to help though, and in addition to the esti-
mate we will charge you at our hourly for copy writing or content input.

Photographs

You will supply us photographs in digital format. If you choose to buy stock photographs we can
suggest vendors of stock photography. Any time we spend searching for appropriate photographs will
be charged at our hourly rate.

Copyrights

You guarantee to us that any elements of text, graphics, photos, designs, trademarks, or other art-
work that you provide us for inclusion in the web site are either owned by your good selves, or that
you have permission to use them.
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We love to show off our work and share what we have learned with other people, so we reserve the
right to display and link to your completed project as part of our portfolio and to write about the
project on web sites, in magazine articles and in books about web design.

What do both parties agree to do?

As our customer, you have the power and ability to enter into this contract on behalf of your com-
pany or organization. You agree to provide us with everything that we'll need to complete the project
- including text, images and other information, when we need it and in the format we ask for. You
agree to review our work, provide feedback and approval in a timely manner too. Deadlines work
two ways and you'll also be bound by any dates that we set together.
