Agreement between partners in 16004 Old Highway, Truckee, CA

Purpose: the purpose of this document is to spell out the agreement

between the partners, The Barsuk Family, Andrew Sharp, and the

Gaudreau Family, regarding the desire of the Barsuk family to leave

the partnership effective May 1, 2010.

Agreement: the partners agree that the Barsuk Family will leave the

partnership, which owns the property at 16004 Old Highway, Truckee

CA, but will retain their ownership stake ("equity") as of that

date.  The ownership of the property will remain with the equal

partnership, which henceforth will consist of Andrew Sharp and the

Gaudreau Family.  The equity in the house that the Barsuk family

retains will not be reimbersible or payable until the property is

sold, or until the subsequent partnership decides to reimburse the

Barsuk family, persuant to approval by the Barsuk family.  The value

of that equity that the Barsuk family retains will be specified in

a dollar amount in this document, will be fixed and will not change over time,

regardless of subsequent changes to the value of the US dollar or

the 16004 Old Highway property.

The equity value that the Barsuk family retains is agreed to be 1/3

of the amount of $640,000.00 minus the amount owed on the mortgage as of May 1,

2010, which is agreed to be $461,834.  The amount then is
